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It is by our journey through Holy 
Week and Pascha that we see the 
depth of our Lordôs love and His 
plan from the beginning to redeem 
us and share His life with us. 
According to the Liturgy of St. 
Basil the Great, after the fall we 
became subject to death and 
mankind was cast out of paradise 
into this world and doomed to die.  
But God in His love provided a 
way of salvation through His Son.  
The liturgy says; ñThou didst 
speak to us by the mouths of thy 
servants, the prophets, who 
foretold unto us the salvation 
which was to comeéò  These 
thoughts are echoed by the 
following homily by St. Nikolai 
Velmirovic. 
 
ñThou wilt not leave my soul in 
hell, neither wilt Thou suffer the 
Holy One to see corruption.ò  (Ps. 
16:10) 
  
These are the words of an inspired 
seer, words of light, prophetic 
words.  David spoke these words 
about Christ the Lord, about His 
soul and His body; that is, about 
that which is human in Him.  That 
these words of Davidôs refer to the 
risen Christ is witnessed by the 
Apostle Peter in his first sermon 
after the descent of the Holy Spirit 
(Acts 2:27), for he says: óDavidé 
is both dead and buried, and his 
sepulcher is with us to this day 
(2:9).ô These words cannot, 
therefore, refer to David, even if 
he spoke them of himself and 
about himself, but of some 
descendant of his according to the 

flesh.  Davidôs body saw corrup-
tion, as did the bodies of his other 
descendants.  But Christ is that 
descendant of his who did not 
remain in hell, and whose flesh 
did not see corruption: óHe, seeing 
this before, spoke of the Resurrec-
tion of Christô (2:31) This is 
indeed a radiant prophecy and a 
wondrous foresight!  How 
incomprehensible and senseless 
these words must have sounded to 
all the Jewish interpreters of the 
Psalms before the Resurrection of 
Christ!  When the seal fell from 
the tombstone, the seal also fell 
from many dark and obscure 
prophecies.  Christ is risen, and 
the hidden is made plain. The seal 
on the tomb is lifted not only from 
His holy body but also from 
innumerable prophetic words and 
visions.  Christ is risen, and the 
words of prophecy are risen.  By 
His descent into hell, the Lord led 
the souls of our righteous forefa-
thers and the prophets into the 
light of heaven and, by His 

Resurrection, brought their words 
and visions into the light of 
understanding and truth. 
    Christ is risen, and all that is 
good and righteous and true, 
before and after the morning of 
the Resurrection, is risen with 
Him. 
     O risen Lord, count us also 
among the risen citizens of Thine 
immortal Kingdom.  To Thee be 
glory and praise forever. Amen.
